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FOREWORD

This report was prepared for the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) by the Governments Division of the
U.S. Bureau of the Census, John Curry, principal author.  It is intended to address issues of interest and concern to the
NCES and education policymakers and researchers. The report contains the results of an evaluation of coverage issues
regarding the 1994 Federal Libraries and Information Centers Survey. Its objectives are to determine the accuracy and
completeness of the final survey frame and to analyze the criteria used to classify federal library facilities as in-scope
and out-of-scope.  This report also points out areas for potential improvement in data collection and processing.

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CHAPTER 1.  INTRODUCTION

Section 1.0  Survey Background and Purpose of frame.   A secondary objective was to analyze the
Evaluation

The 1994 Federal Libraries and Information Centers
Survey (FLICS) was the first statistical measurement of
this group of library facilities since a data collection
effort conducted in 1978.  It was also the sixth survey
in the series and the first to cover information centers as
well as libraries.  The 1994 FLICS was conducted by
the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) of
the U.S. Department of Education with additional
support from the Federal Library and Information
Center Committee of the Library of Congress.  The
Bureau of the Census acted as collecting agent for the
NCES. 

A statistical survey conducted on a regular or periodic
schedule benefits from an established universe or
survey frame. Subsequent surveys require the panel to
be updated with deletions and additions.  But because
so much time had elapsed since the last survey of
federal libraries, one of the first tasks facing the FLICS
staff was building a survey frame.

The FLICS staff constructed a preliminary universe
from existing directories of federal libraries, most
notably Oryx Press’ 1993 Directory of Federal
Libraries and the Federal Library and Information
Network (FEDLINK) mailing list.  Appendix D
provides a complete listing of the sources that were
used. To narrow the universe to those facilities that met
the survey’s four-part criteria for inclusion,  two1

pretests and a special locator survey were conducted.
In addition, certain types of libraries were purposely
excluded from the final survey frame, primarily those
located overseas or connected to elementary-secondary
schools operated by the Department of Defense (DOD)
and the Interior Department’s Bureau of Indian Affairs
(BIA).

The primary focus of this evaluation was on the
accuracy and completeness of this newly-created survey

survey’s criteria for classifying facilities as in-scope or
out-of-scope.  Specifically, the evaluation  looked into
four major coverage issues:

1. Nearly two-thirds of the library facilities on the
original universe file failed to meet the FLICS’s
criteria for inclusion in the final survey frame, a
percentage that seemed high.  Chapter 2 discusses
and presents selected statistical tabulations
comparing the characteristics of the in-scope and
out-of-scope groups. 

2. Twenty-four percent of the universe was purposely
excluded from the final survey.  Chapter 3 explores
the validity of the assumption underlying the
largest group of excluded federal libraries, namely
that the libraries connected to DOD and BIA-
operated schools were canvassed in other NCES-
sponsored library surveys.  Appendix A provides
a complete listing of the 822 purposely-excluded
facilities.

3. The FLICS staff employed the major directories of
federal libraries to construct its original universe.
Available for this evaluation were secondary
sources listing federal libraries that were compared
to both the universe and final survey frame.  This
comparison, the topic of Chapter 4,  resulted in the
identification of 189 library facilities that could not
be matched to the FLICS’ files.  These unmatched
facilities are listed in Appendix B.  In addition, this
comparison  revealed 312 facilities that were
considered to be libraries in one or more secondary
source and which were on the FLICS universe, but
failed to qualify for the final survey frame.  This
subtopic is also discussed in Chapter 4 while the
312 facilities are listed in Appendix C.

4. The final phase of this evaluation looked at the
FLICS’ definition of “federal” as applied to the
library universe.  As discussed in Chapter 5, the
survey applied a two-part definition of what
constitutes a “federal” library.  The first part
specified agencies that were “considered” to be
federal, but left that decision to the respondent
rather than basing it on established listings.  The
second part specified libraries whose funding was
paid primarily from federal funds (which met the
other three criteria).  Chapter 5 discusses the

Section 1.1  Principal Findings

1. Although the 1994 FLICS was the sixth survey of
federal libraries, its immediate predecessor was
conducted over fifteen years earlier, denying the
project a current and updated listing of federal
facilities.  Thus, the first task for the FLICS was
constructing a survey frame from scratch.  While
various directories of federal libraries existed, none
of them had the same focus or shared the same
definitions as the FLICS.  These constraints, as
well as the time constraints inherent in such a
project, made this task especially difficult.
Moreover, a large portion of the resources devoted
to the survey had to be expended on other
methodological problems, particularly non-
response follow-up.

2. The first phase of the 1994 FLICS was to create a
universe of all possible survey candidates.  Nearly
two-thirds of the original universe file was ruled
out-of-scope.  Over 38 percent of these out-of-
scope facilities were purposely excluded from the
final survey frame.  Because of incomplete data in
the survey files, it was difficult to pinpoint why so
many of the remaining potential survey candidates
fell out-of-scope.

3. The purposely-excluded facilities consisted
primarily of elementary and secondary schools
operated by the Department of Defense and Bureau
of Indian Affairs and of federal libraries located
overseas.  The assumption underlying the exclusion
of BIA schools, viz. that they were canvassed in
other surveys, was largely confirmed although
some were found in school library files other than
the Indian School one.

4. Comparing other library directories to the FLICS
universe resulted in a match rate of nearly 90
percent.  Of the 1,602 federal libraries found in
these secondary sources, only 189 facilities could

(and therefore represent an under-reporting factor),

on the final survey frame.  That is, these facilities
were viewed as bona fide libraries by at least two
independent sources, but still failed to meet the
FLICS inclusion criteria.  The reasons for
excluding these facilities could not be determined
because of incomplete data in the survey files.

6. The classification of information clearinghouses
was inconsistent.  This group of information
facilities was declared out-of-scope during the
universe building stage, yet seventeen facilities
with “clearinghouse” in their name appear on the
final survey frame.

7. The FLICS relied on respondents to determine if
they were considered to be a federal operation.
This procedure contrasts with standards employed
elsewhere in the federal establishment, including
the Office of Management and Budget, the
National Archives, and the Census Bureau, which
rely on organizational structure, budgetary
authority, and administrative criteria.

8. The FLICS definition of a “federal” library relied
in part on the facility’s level of federal funding.  A
consequence of using such a qualifier was a survey
frame based partially on self-reporting by the
respondent.  These responses were not
corroborated and their reliability and validity are
unknown.

9. Implicit in the use of a criterion that depends on
self-reporting is the need for a valid response.
Consequently, the lack of alternative sources and
corroborative data means that the completeness
and accuracy of these responses, and therefore of
the makeup of the survey frame, are unknown.

10. Development of a survey frame based on a
definition that goes beyond the generally-accepted
structural make-up, budget authority, and
administrative characteristics criteria may result in
coverage overlap with other NCES-sponsored

Section 1.2  Recommendations

1. The out-of-scope facilities in the universe file
should be re-examined to determine whether they
were properly classified. Special attention should
be applied to those facilities which meet any of
these conditions:  (a) were listed as a library in
more than one source; (b) reported in Oryx’s
library directory as having a substantial number of
employees or volumes; or (c) failed only the third
criterion of the four-part screening criteria (i.e.,
verify whether the facility was a federal operation,
perhaps by referring to the established listings cited
in recommendation 9, rather than relying totally on
self-classification).

2. Federal libraries found in secondary directories,
but not matched to the FLICS universe (listed in
Appendix B), should be followed-up to determine
if any should be added to the survey frame.

3. Better documentation should be maintained on
decisions to classify facilities as in-scope or out-of-
scope.  This will reduce confusion over the basis
for inclusion of a facility and will facilitate the
update of the survey frame in future surveys.

4. More detailed and meaningful codes should be
created to indicate why a library facility was ruled
out-of-scope.  These codes should be applied in a
consistent manner to avoid large numbers of
facilities in the “All Other” category.

5. The classification of information clearinghouses
should be reviewed and clarified.  If it is possible
for some members of this group to qualify as in-
scope, then all members should be screened to
identify those that meet the survey’s criteria for
inclusion.

needed in cases where some of the regional
libraries are in-scope and others out-of-scope.
Also, if some of the agency’s regional offices
operate libraries, then its other regional offices
should be contacted to determine if they operate
libraries as well.

7. Use of a funding-based criterion to define “federal”
libraries in future surveys should be reconsidered.
Such an open-ended definition is not clear, subject
to different interpretations, and creates obstacles to
achieving a complete and accurate survey frame.

8. In defining what constitutes the “federal universe,”
consideration should be given to using selection
criteria that correspond with generally-accepted
definitions and are consistent with those applied in
related surveys.  This will increase precision and
help to avoid overlap in coverage.

9. One or more established listings of federal
agencies should be used as the basis for defining
the FLICS’ “federal” universe rather than relying
on respondents’ interpretation.  These include such
documents as the U.S. Government Organization
Manual, U.S. Budget Appendix, FIPS-95 listing,
and the Census Bureau’s Dependent Agency
Listing for the federal government.

10. Future surveys should take advantage of relational
database software so that basic identification
information about the subunits included in the
responses of headquarter libraries can be entered
into a separate table and linked to its parent record
by the FedLibID code.
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CHAPTER 2.  COMPARISONS OF IN-SCOPE
AND OUT-OF-SCOPE FEDERAL LIBRARY locator service, records management facility,

FACILITIES

Although the 1994 Federal Libraries and Information
Centers Survey was the sixth such statistical
undertaking, it was the first one conducted since 1978.
It was also the first to include information centers as
well as libraries.  As a consequence, the survey staff did
not have a current survey frame that required just
updating.  Instead, they needed to construct a survey
frame from scratch. Using various directories that list
federal libraries, the staff constructed a universe of
3,397 potential survey candidates.   From this universe2,3

the FLICS canvassed 1,571 library facilities, of which
1,234 qualified for the final survey frame (the “in-
scopes”).

The universe file that the survey staff created was an
electronic holding tank for any potential candidate to
survey. The list was pared down considerably after
additional research as well as by the pretest and special
locator surveys that were conducted. To be in-scope, a
library facility had to meet all four of the following
criteria.  For the most part, the survey relied on the
facility itself to determine whether or not it met these
criteria.  The four conditions were:

The facility had to be either a library or an
information center.   This criterion excluded such Although the survey staff used a variety of sources to4

organizations as a public affairs office, agency

publications distribution facility, and computer
center.

The facility had to be staffed with at least one paid
part-time or full-time librarian, technical
information specialist, library technician,
archivist, or other trained person whose principal
function is to assist others in meeting their
information needs.

The facility had to be either a) considered a
federal government operation or b) receiving a
majority (at least half) of its funding from federal
appropriations.

The facility had to either a) support the
information needs of a federal agency or b) supply
information as part of the agency’s mission.

The locator survey divided the first criterion into two
parts, primarily to identify potentially missing facilities.
For the purpose of this report, these two parts were
combined.

Section 2.0  Sources Used to Construct Survey
Universe

construct the original universe, nearly 72 percent of the
facilities on the universe file were derived from a single
source:  the Oryx Press’ 1993 Directory of Federal
Libraries.  The next closest was a list of defense
elementary-secondary school libraries obtained from
the Defense Department (6.7 percent), which were later
excluded, followed by the Federal Library and
Information Network (FEDLINK) mailing list (5.5
percent), the U.S. Government Organization Manual
(5.1 percent), Federal Health Care Libraries Directory
(4.4 percent), and other miscellaneous sources (6.6
percent).  Table 2-1 lists the sources used, shows the
number and percentages each contributed, and provides
a breakdown of these facilities between in- and out-of-
scope classification.

To avoid confusion, this evaluation uses the same2

terminology as that employed in the FLICS.  Thus,
“universe” refers to the original list of all potential survey
candidates compiled prior to the actual survey.  The “final
survey frame” refers to the 1,234 facilities deemed to be
federal libraries.  Note that the latter is not a sample drawn
from the universe, but represents those facilities that met the
survey’s eligibility criteria.

As used in this report, “universe file” refers to a modified3

version of the FLICS’ original data file of 3,244 facilities
(94Univ1.DBF). The modified version included 3,397
facilities, was updated with information gathered in the final
survey, and contained fields specially created for this
evaluation.  See Chapter 6 for details on how this modified
universe file was created.

For the purposes of this survey, a library is an organization4

that includes among its functions the following: selection,
acquisition, organization, preservation, retrieval, and
provision of access to information resources.  An information established mechanisms, such as database searching,
center is an organization that performs the function of linking providing referrals, answering specific questions, or by other
requestors with appropriate information resources through means.
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Section 2.1  Evaluation of Out-of-Scope Group

Table 2-1 reveals that a large amount,  nearly two-
thirds, of the facilities initially identified as potential
survey candidates failed to meet the survey’s criteria for
inclusion in the final survey frame.

Nearly one-fourth (822, or 24 percent) of the facilities
in the universe were left out by design, primarily
because they either were assumed to be canvassed in
other library surveys or were located overseas (which
posed difficult data collection problems).  This group
represented 38 percent of all the out-of-scope facilities.
These 822 “purposely-excluded” facilities are listed in
Appendix A.  Their numbers in the universe file and
FLICS’ reasons for exclusion can be summarized as
follows:

Department of Defense Elementary-Secondary
School Libraries (228) - These have a different
mission and function than most federal libraries.
Most are located overseas while domestic ones are
canvassed in other NCES-sponsored surveys. 

Military Overseas Libraries (196) - Overseas
libraries were excluded for logistical reasons.

Bureau of Indian Affairs Elementary-Secondary
Indian School Libraries  (181) - Like the DOD5

School Libraries, these have a different mission
and function than most federal libraries. They are
also canvassed in other NCES-sponsored surveys.

U.S. Information Agency Libraries (152) - These
libraries are also based overseas.

Bureau of Prisons (65) - These libraries were
excluded  because  they  are  staffed by prisoners
(according to Bureau of Prison officials) and
therefore fail the staffing criterion for inclusion.

Over 1,300 (62 percent) of the out-of-scopes were
excluded for other reasons.  Each record in the survey
data file contains five fields that provide insight into
why a facility met or failed the criteria for inclusion: the
Activity Code and four “Who Should Respond”
screening questions.  None of them, however, fully

explain the reasons why these facilities were ruled to be
out-of-scope because of a lack of information in the
files.

The Activity Code (ACT) classifies the facility’s
present status into eight possible categories (including
one created for this evaluation, the “Purposely-
Excluded Facility”).  Table 2-2 provides a breakdown
of the universe file by Activity Code.  As shown in this
table, the purposely-excluded facilities comprised the
largest group of out-of-scope facilities (822, or 24
percent of the total universe), followed by the generic
out-of-scope (777, or 23 percent), facilities that were
closed or duplicated (183, or 5 percent), and facilities
combined or reported in another response (145, or 4
percent).   “Generic out-of-scope facilities” are those
that failed to meet one or more of the in-scope criteria,
but the unmet criteria were not identified in the data
files.  Also, for nearly 10 percent of the out-of-scope
facilities the universe file had no data for the Activity
Code. 

The four “Who Should Respond” fields
(WhoRsp1..WhoRsp4) provide answers to the
screening questions cited at the beginning of this
chapter.  These questions largely determined whether a
facility was in- or out-of-scope and should have
provided more information on such questions as why
the generic out-of-scopes (Activity Code “O”) were
excluded. Because of the problems described in
Chapter 6, these fields were blank for many of the out-
of-scope facilities.  Nearly 64 percent of the facilities
with Activity Code “O” had no data in the file for any
of these four questions.  Similarly, nearly two-thirds of
all the out-of-scope facilities had no data for these four
fields.  This limitation precluded making any
conclusions on this issue.  It would have been very
useful, for instance, to have more information about
which of the four conditions the generic out-of-scope
facilities failed in order to analyze whether the survey’s
screening criteria were too restrictive. 

Table 2-3 provides what data are available by showing
a cross tabulation between the Activity Code and “Who
Should Respond” questions.  Table 2-4 lists those
federal libraries with an activity code indicating that
they were in-scope yet were not in the final survey file.

Section 2.2  Supplemental Tabulations

This evaluation produced a number of other tabulations
comparing in-scope and out-of-scope library facilities.

As used in this report, the term “Bureau of Indian Affairs5

schools” refers to Indian schools operated by an Indian
Tribe, state government, or the federal government on Native
American reservations.
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Much of the information on which the tabulations  were facilities added to the universe file from the Oryx Press’
based  was available only for those Directory of Federal Libraries.  They are presented for

informational purposes and consist of Tables 2-5
through 2-8.

SCHOOL LIBRARIES

The Federal Libraries and Information Centers Survey
purposely excluded from its final survey frame two
major groups of libraries that accounted for 12 percent
of the original universe (modified):   elementary and6

secondary school libraries operated by the Department
of Defense and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.   They7

were excluded for multiple reasons:  they have a
different mission from most federal libraries; to reduce
the survey's reporting burden; and they were assumed to
be canvassed in other NCES library surveys. The
evaluation project tested this latter assumption, namely
that these libraries were reported elsewhere.  Section
3.1 discusses the Bureau of Indian Affairs libraries
while Section 3.2 looks at those operated by the
Department of Defense

Section 3.0  Exclusion of Bureau of Indian Affairs compare most of the 228 purposely-excluded DOD
School Libraries

The FLICS excluded 181 Indian school libraries that
were on the universe file.  All but 22 of the Indian
school libraries were matched to other library survey
files.   These 22 facilities are listed in Table 3-1.  In8

addition, of the Indian school libraries that were
successfully matched to other school library survey
files, sixteen of them were located in survey files other
than the Indian school library file (LMC Indian).   Ten9

were found in the public school library file while six
others were in the academic library file.  These sixteen
facilities are listed in Table 3-2.

Considering the difficulty of matching records between

school library files were samples, these 22 do not
appear to be an exorbitant number of nonmatches.  That
is, the FLICS’ assumption that these school libraries
were canvassed elsewhere appears valid.

Section 3.1  Exclusion of Department of Defense
School Libraries

The FLICS also purposely excluded from the final
survey frame 228 libraries associated with elementary
and secondary schools operated by the Department of
Defense.  All but 18 were located overseas and
therefore would have been excluded anyway.10

While the other NCES school library surveys included
Department of Defense schools, they also had the
limitation of excluding those located overseas.11

Consequently, there was no data file with which to

school libraries.  None of the 18 domestic DOD school
libraries could be matched to either the LMC Public or
SASS Public school library files, both of which were
samples drawn from the Common Core of Data (CCD)
universe.   Consequently, the only conclusion from this12

inability to match is that the 18 DOD school libraries
were not on either sample.  As a result of these
limitations, this phase of the evaluation proved to be
inconclusive.

This evaluation used a modified version of  the final FLICS6

universe file (94Univ1.DBF).  These modifications included:
(1) adding 153 facilities that were canvassed, but not added
to the universe file, (2) updating the file with information
from the final survey, and (3) combining information from
FLICS preuniverse files.  See Chapter 6 for details.

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CHAPTER 4.  COMPARING THE UNIVERSE Section 4.0  Libraries Found in Secondary
TO SECONDARY DIRECTORIES OF Directories, But Not Matched to Survey Universe

FEDERAL LIBRARIES

A major phase of the FLICS coverage evaluation
involved obtaining and reviewing secondary directories
of federal libraries and comparing them to both the
FLICS’ universe and final survey frame.  As noted
earlier, the long gap between the 1994 FLICS and its
predecessor required the construction of a new survey
frame. Development of the universe file from scratch
rather than as an update to an existing one imposed
limitations on this phase of the coverage evaluation.
That is, the FLICS staff used the best and most detailed
listings of federal libraries available (e.g., Oryx Press’
Directory) to compile its universe.  This left the
evaluation staff with more general sources that included
federal libraries only tangentially.  Extensive searches
of the Internet for listings resulted in only one
meaningful source.

The secondary directories available (see Appendix E)
were culled to identify federal libraries, which were first
compared to the FLICS’ universe file.  The purpose of
this matching operation was two-fold:  (1) to verify that
federal libraries found in these secondary directories
were also listed in the universe file and (2) to identify
federal libraries that may be missing from the FLICS.
A total of 1,413 federal libraries in these secondary
sources were matched to the modified  universe file
while 189 library facilities could not be successfully
matched.  Appendix B lists these 189 unmatched
facilities.13

Additional evaluation of these findings, however, could
not be conducted because of incomplete coverage in
both the universe and final data files.  For instance, the
matching operation uncovered 153 facilities that were
surveyed (i.e., they were in the full scale survey file,
FLIC_94.DBF), but which were never added to the
universe file.  Also, the lack of data for the out-of-
scopes’ responses to the four “Who Should Respond”
questions prevented complete investigation of some
issues.  These limitations are discussed in more detail
below and in the Methodology section (Chapter 6).

A review of alternate library directories identified 295
facilities that could not be matched to the FLICS
universe.  Additional follow-up eliminated 73 of them
for the following reasons:

S Forty-four were found in the full-scale survey
file, 31 of which were among the 153 library
facilities in this file, but not the universe.

S Twenty-three were found to be included in the
data reported by other libraries on the final
survey frame.

S Six were eliminated for miscellaneous
reasons.

A list of the remaining 222 facilities was submitted to
the FLIC survey staff for review.  This screening
process eliminated another 33 facilities, 27 of which
were connected to the Library of Congress and
determined to be included in its response.  The FLICS
staff also noted that whether any of the remaining
facilities were being reported (e.g., in other responses
or under different names) could not be determined
without extensive follow-up. Netting out these 33
facilities left a total of 189 libraries that were found in
secondary sources, but which could not be matched to
FLICS survey files.

Determining whether these facilities were included in
the final survey frame was made difficult by both the
lack of complete data in the data file (FLIC_94F.DBF)
as well as inconsistencies in the data.  Many of the
facilities in Appendix B are operated by the same
agency, some of which are listed in the survey frame. It
was often difficult to discern from the survey data files
whether these additional facilities were included in their
response.

This problem may be illustrated by examining one
possible reason for failing to match a library listed in a
secondary source to the survey frame, namely that it is
included in the response of a “headquarters” library.
This group of respondents represents what one could
call “central reporters,” libraries whose submission
provided data for multiple facilities.  But often it could
not be determined from either the electronic data file or
the survey forms themselves whether some of the
unmatched facilities were being included in a
“headquarters” response.  For instance, there are two

Included in the appendix are six information13

clearinghouses.  Due to their inconsistent classification in the
FLICS, they were left on the list (see Section 4.2).
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fields in the final data file indicating whether a
respondent was a “headquarters” facility.  But these two Directories That Were on the Universe File, But Not
fields, Activity Code (ACT) and Organization and
Structure Status (FLA1), provide inconsistent
information.  As shown in Table 4-1, the tally for one
field indicates that there were just 37 headquarters
while the other says there were 181.  A total of 193
facilities indicated they were headquarters libraries
through one or both of these two fields.

Libraries that reported being headquarters in question
FLA1 were supposed to list on the survey form the
other facilities they were reporting. But almost half (89)
of the 181 libraries failed to report them.  Moreover,
when headquarters libraries did list the facilities they
included, the data were not keyed into the survey data
file due to space limitations in the data base table.  As
a result, the survey forms had to be examined to
determine which libraries the central reporters were
including.  It is recommended that future surveys take
advantage of relational data base software that would
allow these subunits to be keyed into a separate table
linked to the parent record by the FedLibID code. 

Another observation concerns federal agencies and their
regional offices.  The final survey frame includes
libraries in some regional offices of federal agencies,
but not others.  For instance, the FLICS universe
includes OSHA regional libraries only in Denver,
Philadelphia, San Francisco, and Seattle.   According14

to the 1993/94 U.S. Government Organization Manual,
OSHA has regional offices in six other cities as well.
Similarly, the universe includes Bureau of Labor
statistics (BLS)  regional libraries in Boston, Chicago,15

Kansas City, and New York, but the same source states
that BLS has four more regional offices.  In future
surveys, it is recommended that if an agency appears to
operate libraries in some of its regional offices, then the
other regions should be canvassed with at least a
screening form (such as the one used in the locator
survey).

Section 4.1  Libraries Found in Secondary

on the Final Survey Frame

As noted above, a review of secondary sources matched
1,413 facilities to the modified universe file.  Of these,
473 did not make it to the final survey frame.  The
FLICS’s activity code provides a partial explanation of
why they did not, as shown below:

Out-of-Scope, NEC (0) 219
Duplicate or closed (D)   74
Combined with other (C)   72
Purposely excluded (E)   15
Active [sic] (b)   12

Excluding the combined, duplicate, and purposely-
excluded categories leaves 312 facilities, representing
over one-fourth of the final survey frame, who were
viewed as bona fide libraries by two or more
independent sources, yet failed to qualify as a library
for the FLICS.  As shown in Table 4-2, over half of
these 312 facilities were listed in two or more
secondary directories (as well as the original source). 

Moreover, the survey files do not provide sufficient
information for the reasons these facilities were not
considered in-scope for the FLICS. To illustrate, Table
4-3 shows the 312 facilities by their final activity code
and replies to the four "Who Should Respond"
questions.  Nearly 30 percent of the 312 records have
either an incorrect “in-scope” activity code or none at
all.  In addition, 67 percent of these records had no data
in the file for the “Who Should Respond” questions.
These limitations make it impossible to derive any
conclusions as to why these facilities were recognized
as bona fide libraries in the primary and secondary
sources, but failed to meet the survey’s criteria.  The
312 library facilities are listed individually in Appendix
C.

Section 4.2  Inconsistent Classification of
Information Clearinghouses

One of the secondary sources used in this evaluation
was a listing of  information clearinghouses, many of
which could not be matched to the universe file. The
FLICS staff reported that in consultation with the
library community, they had decided to exclude
clearinghouses from the survey.  Consequently, many of

CHAPTER 5.  EXPLORING THE  DEFINITION
OF “FEDERAL” by others in the federal establishment, viz. the

This chapter evaluates the FLICS’ definition of
“federal” as applied to its coverage of libraries.   In
addition to the three branches of government, the
federal government comprises a variety of semi-
autonomous agencies ranging from the Administrative
Conference of the United States to the U.S. Postal
Service.  These are often referred to as off-budget
entities, independent agencies, quasi-official agencies,
and government-sponsored enterprises. 

The evaluation of the FLICS’ definition of “federal”
revealed that it was not clearly defined and relied in
part on uncorroborated information and judgments by
the respondent that were not questioned.  This
definition consisted of the following two-part
condition:16

The library facility had to be either:  a) considered
a federal government operation or b) receiving a
majority (at least half) of its funding from federal
appropriations.

Both parts of this definition raise several potential
difficulties in terms of achieving complete coverage of
federal library facilities.  First, a general definition
based on being “considered” a federal activity is vague
and differs from that used by other federal surveys.
Second, relying on a facility’s level of funding to
determine whether it is a federal operation is also vague
as well as subject to different interpretation.  And, third,
respondents were asked to categorize themselves as
federal or not but no mechanism was in place to
corroborate their response.

Section 5.0  Defining What is Considered a Member
of the Federal Universe

The first criterion, being “considered a federal
government operation,” is one that (1) is open to
different interpretations and (2) differs from the
approach used by other members of the federal
establishment.  In determining whether a facility was
“considered” a federal activity the FLICS relied
primarily on the respondent.

This first criterion diverges from the methodology used

predefinition of agencies that comprise the federal
universe.  For instance, in its statistical surveys
covering the finances and employment of the public
sector, the Census Bureau regularly examines the
structure of the various levels of government, including
that of the federal government.  This examination is
conducted  in order to identify those agencies that are
included--and excluded--from a government’s activities
for purposes of its statistical surveys.  For the largest
governments these findings are incorporated into
“dependent agency listings” for the parent government.
The Census Bureau’s dependent agency listing for the
federal government is provided in Appendix F.

A comparison was made between the Census Bureau’s
dependent agency listing and the FLICS’ final survey
frame.  Definitional differences between the two
surveys, however, made it difficult to determine
whether any libraries on the panel did not belong there.
The obverse of this comparison, identifying missing
libraries, was not possible because the census
dependent agency listing provides no information on
whether an organization operates a library.

Another major source that has predefined the federal
universe is a document entitled Codes for the
Identification of Federal and Federally Assisted
Organizations (FIPS PUB 95–1), commonly referred to
as FIPS–95.  Other available lists for determining the
scope of federal agencies include the U.S. Government
Manual  and the U.S. Budget Appendix.17

It should be noted that these various sources do not
always agree with each other.  For instance, Gallaudet
University is classified as a private institution for the
Census Bureau’s public sector surveys and its
employees are treated as nonfederal by the Office of
Personnel Administration.  But both FIPS–95 and the
U.S. Government Manual list Gallaudet as a “Federally
Aided Organization,” a category that the former
describes as “domestic and nonfederal and ... receiving
some form of financial support.”  Future FLIC surveys
will need to address these inconsistencies in developing
its federal universe.

Most of the banks declared themselves non-federal
agencies, based on a review of the “Who Should
Respond” fields or notes made by the survey staff.  That
is, their interpretation of the FLICS criteria for being a
federal operation was that they were not considered
federal.  This is not an unreasonable interpretation.  The
Federal Reserve Banks do possess a number of private
characteristics.  For instance, they are owned by the
member banks in their region.  Neither FIPS–95 nor the
Budget Appendix include the Federal Reserve Banks,
limiting their scope of the Federal Reserve System to its
Board of Governors.  The U.S. Office of Personnel
Management does not include their employees in its
statistics on federal employment.19

On the other hand, a broader interpretation of the
purpose of the FLICS could lead to a different
interpretation.  That is to say, if the purpose of NCES’
various library surveys is to capture the activities of all
library activities in the country, then the libraries
operated by the Federal Reserve Banks need to be
categorized somewhere in its universe.  No other NCES
library survey appears to be canvassing these library
facilities.  Consequently, the most appropriate place to
classify them may be the federal library survey frame.

In summary, the FLICS’ approach to defining the
universe of federal agencies  lacked a systematic
methodology.  Future surveys should take advantage of
the work done by these other areas of the federal

Section 5.1  Limitations of Basing Definition of

The second part of the FLICS’ criteria of the federal
universe created an open-ended definition of a universe
that raises a number of coverage issues.

First, the survey’s intention for adopting this funding
requirement is not clear.   On its surface, it would20

make eligible for inclusion any private library facility
that received a majority of its funding from the federal
government.  If so, then  it raised major obstacles to
achieving a complete and accurate universe.  For
example, the major sources used to construct the
FLICS’ universe (listed in Appendix D) focused
primarily on those operated by federal agencies rather
than private facilities operating under contract for a
federal agency.  Thus, identifying the complete universe
becomes problematic without conducting a separate
survey of private libraries to determine their source of
funding.  If the intent of the FLICS was to canvass such
private libraries, then the ones that do appear on the
survey frame can only be said to represent an unknown
fraction of the total number that qualify.  Moreover,
estimating any potential undercount is not possible.

Another aspect of this funding-based criterion is that
there are organizations (such as nonprofits) that receive
half or more of all their funding from federal sources
and which also operate libraries.  While the definition
of “federal” was probably not meant to cover these
facilities, this is not made clear.  Further, adding them
to the FLICS survey frame would be difficult without
first identifying all such organizations and canvassing
them to see if they operate libraries.

Including private and/or other public libraries that are
largely federally funded also increases the possibility of
duplication with other NCES library surveys. That is,

Section 5.2  Reliance on Self-Classification and Lack
of Corroborating Information The FLICS survey instrument did not collect

The FLICS relied in large degree on respondents to
determine whether they met the survey’s criteria for
membership in its federal universe.  Although self-
reporting and self-classification are common in
statistical surveys, it is important nonetheless to develop
methodological procedures that allow these responses
to be confirmed as needed.  The degree of accuracy of
returns from FLICS respondents asked to self-report on
the survey’s inclusion criteria is unknown. 

For instance, one procedure that could be adopted is an
edit check where any library facility that fails only the
federal universe screening criteria receives additional
follow-up.   This follow-up procedure would involve22

comparing the agency involved to any of the established
listings of federal agencies cited above.  If

information allowing the funding criterion to be
corroborated.  The questionnaire asked for expenditure
data, but did not request data on source of funding,
making it impossible to confirm whether half or more of
its budget was federally-supported.  Moreover, if a
library reported that it did not meet the federal funding
criterion, there was no way to confirm that fact since the
respondent was not asked to provide any other
information on the questionnaire.

Finally, asking a respondent to identify itself as a
federal agency provides an opportunity for a quasi-
independent entity to avoid completing the ten-page
survey form simply by declaring itself non-federal.

This evaluation detected overlap between two NCES library21

surveys:  12 academic libraries appear in both the 1994
FLICS and the 1994 IPEDS Academic Library Survey file.
Table 5-1 lists these 12 academic libraries.

Additional analysis of this issue was limited by incomplete22

data in the universe file.  For instance, evaluation plans
included querying the universe file to identify all library
facilities that failed only the federal agency criterion
(WhoRsp3) and comparing these selected facilities to the
Census Bureau dependent agency listing to identify possibly
misclassified facilities.  Data for the four "Who Should
Respond" questions (WhoRsp1--WhoRsp4) were missing for
too many out-of-scope records to produce any meaningful
results.

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CHAPTER 6.  METHODOLOGY

This chapter provides more detailed technical notes
behind the findings discussed in Chapters 1 through 5.

Section 6.0  Conversion of FLICS’ dBase Files into
SAS Data Files

The evaluation project used seven data base files
obtained from the Census Bureau survey staff who
conducted the survey plus one specially created for this
evaluation.  These files, and the terms used for them in
this report, are as follows:

Preuniverse files comprised four separate files: a
pretest survey (Pret_Upd.DBF), locator survey
(NonPret.DBF), and two special add files
(Agency.DBF and UnivAds.DBF).  These four files
contained a total of 3,244 records.

Universe file (94Univ1.DBF) comprised the original
listing of 3,244 possible federal library facilities to
canvass.

Modified universe file was specially created for this
evaluation.  It consisted of the universe file above to
which the modifications described below were
applied.  It contained a total of 3,397 records.

Full scale survey file (FLIC_94.DBF) comprised the
1,571 facilities that were canvassed during the
FLICS, 337 of which were later ruled out-of-scope.

Final survey frame file (FLIC_94F.DBF) comprised
the 1,234 surveyed federal library facilities that met
all the requirements for inclusion.  These libraries
were the basis for the NCES report, “Federal
Libraries and Information Centers in the United
States:  1994.”

The dBase files above were converted into separate
SAS datasets for analytical purposes.

Section 6.1  Comparisons of In-Scope and
Out-of-Scope Federal Library Facilities

These tabulations were produced in SAS and were
based on a modified version of the federal library
survey universe file (94Univ1.DBF).  The biggest
obstacle to creating these tabulations was the lack of a
clean, updated universe file. The universe file was
missing 153 facilities that were in the full-scale survey
file, 108 of which were in the final survey file as well.

It also lacked the responses to the four "Who Should
Respond" questions that were asked in the pretest,
locator, and final surveys.   Also, the universe file was23

not updated with information collected in the final
survey.

Consequently, creating these tabulations first required
construction of a modified universe file, as follows.
First, the 153 libraries in the full scale survey file
(FLIC_94.DBF), but missing from the universe file,
were combined with the universe file to create a new
master universe dataset. Second, the four "Who Should
Respond" fields from the four pre-universe files were
added to this master universe file.  Third, a field was
created (FinalFlg) to indicate whether the library was
included in the final survey file.  This field is the basis
for the "On Final Survey Frame" and "Not on Final
Survey Frame" columns in the tabulations.  Another
field was created to flag the 822 purposely-excluded
facilities.  Finally, the master universe file was updated
with information from the 1,571 records in the full scale
survey file.  This special dataset was dubbed the
“modified universe.”

Three of the four pre-universe files divided the first
“Who Should Respond” question into two parts
(NonPret.DBF, Agency.DBF, and UnivAds.DBF).  To
create a combined “Who Should Respond” field in the
modified universe file, responses to these two parts
were combined as follows:

IF 1A or 1B = 1 THEN Combined response equals 1

The matching process encountered two additional

but these proved to be unreliable as some federal

As a consequence, secondary sources had to be

universe file consisted of a single record.  In some cases
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the universe file also indicated that this single facility
was a “headquarters” respondent whose final survey “Federal”
form included data for other library facilities.  In those
cases, the survey form was reviewed to determine
whether the headquarters library was reporting the
additional facilities in the secondary sources.
Unfortunately, only half of the headquarters libraries
identified the units they were including in their
response.  Moreover, some agencies with multiple
listings in the secondary sources were not flagged as
operating a headquarters library in the universe file. In
those cases, it was impossible to determine whether the
facilities were missing from the FLICS panel or the
record in the FLICS universe incorrectly classified them
as an autonomous library.

The review of all the available secondary sources
identified 295 facilities that could not be matched to the
FLICS universe file.  Additional research eliminated 73
of these (e.g., some turned out to be reported elsewhere,
while others were determined to be non-federal
facilities), leaving a balance of 222 facilities.  This list
was then submitted to the FLICS staff for review.  They
were able to determine that 33 were being reported
elsewhere. This resulted in the final list of 189
unmatched library facilities listed in Appendix B.

During this comparison of sources, over 41 percent
(1,413) of the library facilities in the universe file were
matched to one or more secondary source.  Since this
exceeds the number of libraries in the final survey
frame (1,234), they were also compared to the final
survey frame (FLIC_94F.DBF) using the FedLibID as
a key.  This match revealed that 312 of these 1,413
libraries (22 percent) did not make it to the final survey
frame.   Stated differently, these were listed as bona24

fide libraries in two or more directories of federal
libraries, but still failed to qualify for the final survey
frame.  The lack of data on the critical “Who Should
Respond” questions prevented determination of why
they were excluded.  The 312 facilities matched to
secondary source but not in the final survey frame are
listed in Appendix C.

Section 6.4  Exploring FLICS’ Definition of

The FLICS’ definition of “federal” was examined from
several angles.  First, the 1,234 library facilities in the
final survey frame were reviewed in order to identify
agencies that did not appear to be federal ones.  These
results proved to be inconclusive because the survey’s
criteria for inclusion covered library facilities whose
budget was at least half paid by federal funds.
Moreover, there was no way to verify this information
because the survey instrument did not ask for source of
funding data in its Expenditures section (part H).

Second, the Census Bureau’s Dependent Agency
Listing for the Federal Government (reprinted here as
Appendix F) was compared to the final survey frame.
This proved inclusive for a  number of  reasons.  One
was the open-ended criterion for being a federal agency
mentioned in the previous paragraph.  Also, being cited
on the Bureau’s Dependent Agency listing is no
guarantee that an agency operates a library.  Further, a
number of facilities in the Dependent Agency listing
were in the universe file, but not the final survey frame
(e.g., Botanic Gardens and Foreign Claims Settlement
Commission).  The lack of data for the four “Who
Should Respond” questions precluded answers as to
why they failed to qualify.  If they were excluded only
because the facility answered “No” to the third WhoRsp
question (“Are you a federal agency”), then these
facilities should have stayed on the final survey frame.

Third, another limitation of this fluid definition of
“federal” is the risk of duplicating other NCES-
sponsored library surveys.  To evaluate this possibility,
the final survey frame was searched for academic
libraries (using the Name1 and Name2 fields).  Twenty-
six libraries on the panel that appeared connected to
federal academic institutions were compared to the
1994 academic library survey file, twelve of which were
found to be on both files.

Lack of data for the four “Who Should Respond”
questions also prevented querying the out-of-scopes for
those that failed only the third criterion.  This would
have allowed comparison with the Census Bureau
listing of federal agencies and activities.An additional 161 facilities were found in secondary24

sources and matched to the universe file but could not be
located in the final survey frame.  These, however, had
activity codes indicating that they were combined with
another facility, a duplicate or closed, or purposely-excluded.

VOLUME EQUIVALENT - The paper equivalent in
another medium such as microform or compact disk.

TITLES - As generally accepted a title is the distinguishing
name of a work whether it be printed, on microfilm, or in
electronic form and whether issued in one or several
volumes, reels, slides, disks, or parts.  In the case of
reporting numbers of titles, multiple copies of the same
edition of a title in the same format are reported as one
title.  If the title is duplicated in a different medium such as
in compact disk as well as paper, it is counted under each
medium.
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UNITS - An individual physical item of library material. 
Examples include a reel, card, slide, disk, sheet, volume,
cartridge, etc.

Column (2) - Microform - Materials that have been
photographically reduced in size for storage and
protection purposes, and which must be read with the help
of enlarging equipment (readers).  Examples of
microforms are:  microfilm, microcard, and microfiche. 
These forms are also referred to as microcopy and
microtext.

Column (3) - Electronic - Electronic media are machine
readable serials, monographs, or databases in electronic
form, such as compact disk, magnetic disk, or magnetic
tape, which are designed to be processed by a local
computer.  Examples include U.S. Census Bureau data
tapes, CD/ROM products, or subscriptions to individual
electronic journals or books.  Do not include titles in which
a floppy disk is included as part of a book or journal.  Do
not include on-line products provided by large database
utilities such as Mead Data Central, OCLC, or Dialog
Information Services. 

Lines 01 and 02 - Books - Exclude bound periodicals,
microforms, documents, and technical reports.

*Note:  A record of the books in a library arranged in the
order in which they stand on the shelves, and where the
various copies may be located in the library.  It also serves
as an inventory of the collection.

Method for Estimating the Number of Titles in the
Collections - A library which does not keep a title count
for its various collections or that finds it difficult to count
the number of separate shelflist cards may use the
following acceptable method for estimating this count:

• Count the number of titles in 1 inch of shelflist cards in
the shelflist;

• Repeat step one at random intervals (e.g., count
1 inch in every foot) through the shelflist;

• Average the number of titles per inch;
• Multiply the average titles per inch by the number of

inches of cards in the shelflist.

Lines 03-06 - Periodicals - A periodical collection
comprises magazines, newspapers, and other serial
publications that are processed as magazines and
newspapers, and located in a newspaper and periodicals
reading room or section of the library.  Serial publications
that have been cataloged, recorded, or classified into
collections in such a manner that they cannot readily be
identified as serial publications should not be reported as
part of the periodical collection; e.g., a newspaper or a
yearbook that has been cataloged as a volume of the
book collection is to be recorded in the book collection
category.  Do not report a magazine or annual report
produced by an agency and classified with general
documents in the documents section of the library. 

Line 03 - Periodical volumes - A periodical volume is the
publisher's volume (i.e., the unit established by the
publisher as a volume).  A periodical volume may or may
not correspond to 1 year's issue of a title; i.e., Time
magazine, v. 95 and 96, 1990, are two periodical volumes.

How to estimate periodical volumes - In general, a
periodical volume corresponds to 1 year's issue of a title. 
If it is difficult to count the number of periodical volumes,
report the number of whole years for which the library or
information center has holdings.  Do not report fractions of
a year.
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Line 04 - Periodical noncurrent titles - The number of
titles held in the periodical collection for which new issues
are no longer being received.

Line 05 - Periodical current subscriptions (exclude
looseleaf) - List the number of titles, exclusive of
duplicates, for which current subscriptions are held.

Line 06 - Periodical current looseleaf subscriptions -
Information, especially current data, in easy-to-use form,
not readily available otherwise, issued by various types of
agencies and organizations.  This type of data and
information may be issued in printed multigraphed,
looseleaf, or other form, and made available to libraries
regularly on a subscription basis.

Line 07 - Government documents or non-Government
reports - Include here the number of publications bearing
a Government imprint, technical reports, and classified
(security controlled) materials that have not been reported
under the book or periodical categories.

Line 08 - Other materials (i.e., manuscripts,
cartographic materials, flat pictures, study printsets,
games, etc.) - Include in this category all other types of
materials not included in any of the other previously
described categories, such as manuscripts, maps/charts
(number of sheets), flat pictures, study printsets, all kinds
of prints, photographs, plates, etchings, posters, cartoons,
games, etc.  Maps may be of cities, villages, or smaller
areas; a map may be pictorial, or it may be used as
background for exhibiting various facts.  Maps/charts may
also be meteorological (star maps), hydrographic maps,
and those for navigators.  Record here the number of
items of such material held during the reporting period in
each form in the appropriate columns.

Line 09 - Audiovisual materials - Include all materials
which are produced to be viewed or heard through the
use of special equipment.  This does not include
computer/electronic media files or printed material
photographically reduced in microfilm.  Do not include
special format audiovisual materials reported on line 10.

Line 10 - Special format materials - Report the number
of print units and electronic units of special format
materials for individuals unable to read standard print;
e.g., braille, recordings, large print, electronic.  Include
special format audiovisual materials here; not on line 09.

Part E - SERVICE ACTIVITIES, FISCAL 
YEAR 1994

Section 1 - HOURS OF SERVICE AND GATE COUNT

Item 1 - Services 

Indicate whether or not services are available to the
general public (not primary clientele).

Item 2 - Hours of service 

Show the number of hours the library or information center
is open to general users in a typical week in the past year. 
Show only hours open under staff supervision.  Use the
nearest whole hour; omit fractions.

Item 3 - Gate count

The number of persons counted either entering or leaving
the library/information center in a typical week in the past
year.  If not regularly counted, results of samplings may be
entered.

Section 2 - REFERENCE AND OTHER SERVICES

Item 1 -  Ways reference services are provided 

Check all that apply.

Item 2 - Number of requests or searches per 
typical week

Report the number of reference, directional, and on-line
transactions made in person, by telephone, electronically,
and through correspondence regardless of whether the
information was supplied from materials in your library or
another source.

Lines 01 and 02 - Reference transactions - These are
transactions which call for professional library staff skill in
(a) locating and supplying information from own or outside
sources, (b) analysis or interpretation of literature, (c)
selection and assemblage of library material to answer
inquiry, (d) acting as a clearinghouse; referring to another
expert source.

These transactions may involve, but are not limited to,
extensive research.  Do NOT include reference trans-
actions involving only on-line database searches or
OPAC.

Line 01 - Directional/ready reference requests -
Reference time spent on each query is usually 10 minutes
or less.  Simple on-line searching may be necessary for
verifications or holdings.  Count each query as a separate
intellectual unit. 

Line 02 - Substantive reference requests - Reference
requiring more time and work than ready reference, such
as substantive subject searches, research, and the use of
more than basic reference tools.  Usually more than
10 minutes time may be needed.  Not mutually exclusive
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from the on-line search counts.  Count each query as a or subject requests, or materials lent to other libraries not
separate intellectual unit. under your library's administration in response to specific

Line 03 - On-line searches - Staff mediated on-line
searching for substantive searches requiring more than a
simple verification or collection holding for which users are
not charged fees.  Not mutually exclusive from substantive materials provided to other libraries or received from other
reference requests.  Count includes all on-line access libraries, be sure to count several items received or lent as
points (i.e., each database searched). a single unit, as one transaction.  As indicated above, a

Line 04 - CD-ROM searches - Transactions that provide
information via CD-ROM.  Exclude OPAC.

CD-ROM - Compact disc-read only memory.  An optical
storage technology on which data, audio or video, can be
stored.

Line 05 - Internet Searches - Transactions that provide
information via Internet.  Exclude OPAC.

Line 06 - OPAC and other in-house database
searches - Transactions that provide information via
OPAC (on-line public access catalog of library holdings).

Section 3 - PHOTOCOPYING TRANSACTIONS

Self-explanatory.

Section 4 - LOAN TRANSACTIONS, FISCAL 
YEAR 1994

Item 1 - Number of transactions made in direct
circulation of materials to users (includes routing of
periodicals to users outside library/ information
center) 

Only loan transactions of items charged directly to library
users for use outside the library should be reported here. 
Do not include a count of the call slips used to obtain
materials from closed stacks or other counts of use within
the library.  Do not count in this category materials lent in
bulk loans or lent to other libraries on interlibrary loan.

Number of transactions -  Report each book charged as
a single transaction.  In the case of sound recordings, five
discs contained in one sound recording album and
charged out as an album count as one transaction.  A box
of slides charged as a box counts as one transaction. 
Several pages of photocopy lent in reply to one request
should also be counted as one transaction.  Count routing
of periodicals as the number of people on routing list.

Items 2-6 - Interlibrary loans 

These are items (library materials of various kinds)
received by your library in answer to specific title, author,

title, author, or subject requests.  Bulk loan or rental
collection transactions are not included.

Note:  In counting the number of transactions for

box of slides received or lent as a single unit, counts as
one transaction, etc.

Section 5 - OTHER SERVICES, FISCAL YEAR 1994

Item 1 - Definitions of services listed below:

Line 06 - Selective Dissemination of Information
(SDI) - Performance of ongoing research for patrons on
areas of interest, which may include scanning and routing
of new materials, tables of contents, periodic database
searching, and other means to update patrons to current
awareness in areas of broad and specific interest.

Line 07 - Outreach services - Library services provided
to patrons within and outside the primary facilities served. 
They may include services charges outside affiliated and
unaffiliated institutions and clientele.  Examples are
bookmobiles, clinical and circuit librarians, and regional
services.

Part F - AUTOMATION AND TELECOMMU
NICATIONS, FISCAL YEAR 1994

Item 1 - Automation of functions

Check only one category for each function.
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Item 2 - Definitions of technologies listed below:

Box 1 - Electronic mail (Email) - The electronic
transmission of messages or documents in a computer
system or between computers.

Box 2 - FAX - An abbreviation commonly used for
facsimile transmission (telefacsimile).  It represents the
technology used to digitally transmit graphic material over
the public telephone network.

Box 3 - Local Area Network (LAN) - A cluster of PCs
and other computer peripherals in a relatively small area
interconnected for the purpose of communications, file
transfer, and sharing of peripheral hardware.

Box 4 - Wide Area Network (WAN) - A communications
network that spans large areas (hundreds or thousands of
miles) by using telecommunications lines provided by a
common carrier (e.g., the phone company).

Box 5 - INTERNET - The collection of networks that
connect Government, university, and commercial
agencies (e.g., NSFNET, WestNet, BITNET, etc.).  The
term is also more broadly used to designate any set of
interconnected, logically independent networks. 

Box 6 - Client/Server Interfaces (e.g., Gopher,
WAIS) - A program operating on a microcomputer,
workstation, or timesharing computer system that is
accessed by a person and which provides an interface to
remote information systems (e.g., databases).  The end-
user is insulated from the remote system database access
protocols so that a common-user interface is supplied to
the person.

Box 7 - Magnetic tape - A tape of any material coated
with magnetic particles on which audio, video, and digital
data can be recorded as magnetic variations and used
with a computer for input and output of data stored on the
tape.

Box 8 - CD-ROM - Compact disc-read only memory.  An
optical storage technology on which data, audio or video,
can be stored.

Box 9 - WORM (WRITE ONCE-READ MANY) - An
acronym for optical disc technology in which data can be
written once but the data cannot be erased.

Part G - COOPERATIVE ARRANGEMENTS, 
FISCAL YEAR 1994

Item 1 - Definitions of groups listed below:

Box 1 - FEDLINK - (Federal Library and Information
Network) A cooperative network program established by
the Federal Library and Information Center Committee
(FLICC) of the Library of Congress.  Through FEDLINK,
FLICC offers all Federal agencies cost-effective access to
information and library operations support services from
commercial sources.

Boxes 2-4 - Networks and cooperatives - Total of two
or more independent libraries of any type(s) engaging in
cooperative activities to perform library services for mutual
benefit, according to some agreement on common
purposes while retaining individual autonomy.  The
activities extend beyond reciprocal borrowing and beyond
the scope of the national (American Library Association)
interlibrary loan code.

Box 5 - Bibliographic service centers - Organizations
that serve a network of libraries as a distributor of
computer based bibliographic services.  A service center
gains access to bibliographic data through a bibliographic
utility.  

Box 6 - Bibliographic utilities - Organizations that
maintain on-line databases provided by various libraries
individually or cooperatively through networks.  The utility
provides a standard interface by which bibliographic data
are accessible to libraries either directly or through
bibliographic service centers.

Box 7 - Centralized processing centers - A library or
other agency that orders library materials, prepares them
for use, and prepares cataloguing records for them on
behalf of a group of libraries. 

Box 8 - Cooperative collection resource facilities - 
Facilities supported cooperatively by a group of libraries to
acquire, maintain, and provide access to collection
resources not generally available in any or all of the
cooperating libraries.  Materials may be acquired through
cooperative purchase or through depository arrangements
to maintain little-used materials furnished by participating
libraries.  Services typically include interlibrary lending,
photocopying, and materials preservation.  An example is
the Center for Research Libraries.  It is distinguished from
a storage facility in which materials stored cooperatively
remain the property of each library rather than becoming
common property of the facility. 

Box 9 - Union catalog or union list - A catalog or list of
titles that describes the contents of physically separate
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library collections.  Location data indicate the libraries in
which a given item can be found.

Part H - EXPENDITURES, FISCAL
YEAR 1994

Item 1 - OPERATING EXPENDITURES 

The current and recurrent costs necessary to the provision
of library service, such as personnel, library materials,
binding, supplies, repair or replacement of existing
furnishings and equipment, and cost incurred in the
operation and maintenance of the physical facility.

Line 01 - Salaries and Wages -  Report the salaries and
wages paid to all except maintenance employees,
including full- and part-time employees assigned to work
ON A REGULAR SCHEDULE in another library or agency. 
If salaries and wages are paid by the library (i.e., from the
library budget) with some additional expenditures from an
outside component, enter the total amount expended.  Do
NOT include fees paid to outside consultants hired in
connection with the library program or special projects. 
Maintenance staff salaries and wages are to be reported
with "All Other Operating Expenditures" on line 03.  Fringe
benefits for wages and salaries reported on line 01 will
also be included on line 03. 

Line 02 - Collection Resources - Report expenditures
for the purchase or rental of all library materials.  Include
expenditures for library materials that were purchased for
the library's permanent collections and for gifts.  The cost
of materials provided from centrally-held funds (e.g., book
kits purchased by a system headquarters) will not be
included.  General definitions of what to include are as
follows:

Books and periodical back files - Report expenditures
for all published and photocopies of written works that are
not reduced in microform, and for all other graphic works
that are produced by printing processes.  These include
books, pamphlets, reports, documents, sheet music, and
unframed art prints.

Periodicals - Report expenditures for current
subscriptions (fiscal year 1994).

Microform materials - Report expenditures for materials
that have been photographically reduced in size for
storage and protection purposes.

Audiovisual materials - These are materials, such as
graphic materials, sound recordings, motion picture films,
video recordings, filmstrips, and slides, that are produced
to be viewed or heard and that require special equipment
in order to be utilized.  DO NOT REPORT
EXPENDITURES FOR PRINTED MATERIALS THAT
HAVE BEEN PHOTOGRAPHICALLY REDUCED IN
MICROFORM.

Commercial electronic media - Report expenditures for
materials considered part of the collection, whether
purchased or leased, such as CD-ROMS, magnetic tapes,
and magnetic disks, that are designed to be processed by
a computer or similar machine.  Examples are U.S.
Census Bureau data tapes, locally-mounted databases,
and reference tools on CD-ROM, tape, or disk.  Include
current serials.  Include expenditures for equipment when
the cost is inseparably bundled into the price of the
information service product.  Exclude expenses for library
system software and microcomputer software used only
by the library staff.  

Other materials - Report expenditures for those materials
that do NOT belong in the categories of materials cited
above.  These include manuscripts, cartographic
materials, mixed media (such as kits containing both
printed and audiovisual materials), games, globes, framed
art prints, photographs, and original art works, art objects,
realia, etc.

Line 03 - Other operating expenditures - Report all
expenditures for the operation of the library other than
those already specified.  These include expenditures for
maintenance of the plant including salaries and wages for
maintenance staff); personnel insurance and fringe
benefits (e.g., social security, retirement, pensions, life
insurance, health insurance, etc.); utilities, rent, interest on
loans; recruiting expenses, in-service training; travel,
dues; property insurance; and supplies.  DO NOT
REPORT MONEYS SPENT FOR INVESTMENTS, THE
REPAYMENT OF THE PRINCIPAL ON LOANS,
MONEYS TRANSFERRED AS GRANTS TO OTHER
LIBRARIES AND LIBRARY AGENCIES, OR MONEYS
TRANSFERRED TO OTHER FUNDS OR RETURNED
TO GOVERNMENT SOURCES OR TO THE PARENT
INSTITUTION.  General definitions of what to include are
as follows:

Preservation - Report total expenditures during the fiscal
year for the binding and rebinding of any library materials. 
The specific measures undertaken for the repair,
maintenance, restoration, or protection of library materials,
including but not limited to binding and rebinding,
materials conversion, boxing, deacidification, and
lamination.  Include expenditures for supplies such as
boxes and acid free materials.  Include equipment costs
directly related to preservation, such as ultraviolet light
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filters, humidifiers, dehumidifiers, hygrothermographs, and
nonwater fire suppression systems.  Exclude equipment
such as sprinkler systems and smoke and water
detectors.

Furnishings, equipment - Report costs for purchase,
rentals, and maintenance of all other furnishings and
equipment, except computer and preservation equipment. 
Includes audiovisual equipment and equipment used with
microforms.

Computer hardware, software, and supplies - Report
expenditures from the library budget for computer
hardware and software used to support library operations,
whether purchased or leased, mainframe or
microcomputer.  Include expenditures for maintenance. 
Include the expenditure for equipment used to run
information service products when that expenditure can
be separated from the price of the product. 

Hardware - Mechanical, electrical, or electronic
equipment required in a computer system.

Software - Programs and instructions required for
directing the operation of a computer system.

Bibliographic utilities, networks, and consortia -
Include dues, fees, and operating expenses (not reference
related expenses).

Contract costs - Fees paid to outside consultants hired in
connection with the library program and/or special
projects, and moneys expended for contracts with
nonlibrary and library agencies.  Include interagency and
cooperative costs. Self-explanatory.

Item 2 - CAPITAL EXPENDITURES

Expenditures for the acquisition of or additions to fixed
assets such as building sites, new buildings and building
additions, new equipment, initial book stock, furnishings
for new or expanded buildings, and new vehicles. 
Excludes replacement and repair of existing furnishings
and equipment, regular purchase of library material, and
investments for capital appreciation.

Part I - BUDGETED STAFF, FISCAL
YEAR 1994

Item 1 - Number of Employees

Report the number of full-time equivalent employees in
filled positions (excluding building maintenance,
volunteers, and contract staff), including Federal and non-
Federal staff, assigned military personnel, and trust fund
employees as of September 30, 1994.  INCLUDE full- and
part-time employees permanently assigned to work in your
library but paid by another library or agency.  

For example, the "full-time equivalent" (FTE) for a 
part-time employee who works 25 hours per week in a 40-
hour week is computed as follows:  

25 ÷ 40 = .625.  Add the total of all FTE for each category
of employee and round the sum to one decimal point. 
Report this amount in the appropriate spaces.  For
example, the above employee working 25 hours per week
and one other part-time employee in the same category
working 20 hours per week are computed as follows: 
.625 + .500 = 1.1.
